FINDING OUR WAY - From Easter to Pentecost

Following his resurrection,
Jesus was seen many times
by his followers. Those forty
days weren't spent sitting ide
— locked in an upper room
while they twiddled their
thumbs. Even then, Jesus
was busy teaching the
disciples that the kingdom of
God had come near. Along
the path from the empty tomb
to the outpouring of the Spirit
on Pentecost, the Good
Shepherd, risen from the
dead, goes searching for his
sheep. He pursues them
with a love that will never let

them go, promising that they
would never  become”
orphans.” 4 The message
that emerges for those who
feel abandoned and alone, is
that in the midst of the
paralysis of fear and the
immobilizing grip of
confusion, Jesus promises
that the Holy Spirit — their
comforter and advocate —
would guide them into the
future. The Holy Spirit would
lead them to ‘“ventures of
which [they could nof] see
the ending, by paths as yel
unirodden.” @

Following Pentecost we hear
the story of the church,
following the lead of the
Spirit, moving boldly into the
future God had prepared for
them. A new age had come
when his followers would
take the great news of
salvation to the “ends of the
earth." @ Are we prepared
to embrace a new beginning
and follow Jesus, with the
Spirit's help, into the future
he has for us? May that
question bum in our hearts
as we heed Christ's call to
follow.
