WHO’S THAT IN MY MIRROR?

Dear friends: Recently at a
C.M.A. meeting, Rev. Ron
Davis, our chapter pastor led
with a short sermon about
being imitators of Christ. As
a group of Christian
motorcyclists, it is our
mission to witness Christ, in
a community of fellow bikers,
to people who, for the most
part, do not have a personal
relationship with Jesus. We
often talk about riding,
wearing our colors, and
being a visible presence in
our communities. But just
what are we bearing witness
to? Do they know Christ?
(after meeting us) Do they
want to know Christ?

In 1st Corinthians, Paul very
boldly says, “Do you want to
see Christ? Look at me.”
What a bold statement from
someone who first
persecuted early followers.
But Paul lived a life worthy of
such boldness. No matter
what his  circumstances,
Paul’s life glorified God. He
preached Christ crucified.
When he was mocked and
imprisoned, he praised God,
and spoke of showing
kindness and generosity to
one another.  Paul gave
thanks always. He bore
witness to the truth, and to

the love of God through his
Son Jesus Christ.

Our mission statement calls
us to be like Paul -- imitators
of Christ. Whose image do
you see in your mirror?
Would it be that of Christ?
Can you speak with the
authority and boldness of

Paul? Do [ | ] consider
myself like Paul? On the
contrary, |  pale in

comparison. It's easy to see
Christ in the mirror when |
view my life as going the way
| want it to. But whom do |
see when circumstances or
people do not live up to [my ]
expectations? | challenge
myself as well as you, to go
out into your community, sow
seeds of hopefulness by
giving people the opportunity
to meet Jesus every time
they encounter you.

Remember ... they will know
we are Christians by our
love. Right now, in your life,
are you sowing seeds of
hopefulness, or cultivating
thorns? | think it would serve
us well as a congregation to
read chapter 13 of Paul's 1st
letter to the Corinthians. It
speaks of a life motivated by
love. Go ahead, get your
Bible ... I'l wait ... Friends,
how can we grow as loving

disciples if we forget or do not
nurture our Christian character
traits? Ah yes, the fruits of the
spirit  of love. Patience,
kindness, perseverance, always
trusting, always hopeful. There
it is again! Hopefulness. Are
you sowing seeds  of
hopefulness?

My dear friends, | love each and
every one of you. | thank God
for you. | tell you to expect our
Lord to do marvelous things.
To anticipate with excitement,
what God has in store for us
through his Son Jesus Christ. |
encourage you to get closer to
Him by getting into His Word.

Think back to younger days,
summer reading programs.
